a sunken urban terrace with arbor and ornamental trees for privacy, leafy 
gardens, and 10 ft. tall stone walls for architectural impact.  

Afternoon tea will be served at the historic Shirley Eustis Carriage House, 
once owned by Isabella Stewart Gardner and meticulously re-built on its current 
Roxbury site.  

Ticket price is $40 which includes the tour bus and afternoon tea.  Tour bus 
seating is limited so please register early.
